Dolutegravir (DTG)

Formulations available:
e Tablet: 50 mg (if not able to swallow whole, may be crushed or chewed)
e Fixed dose combination (FDC) tablet: tenofovir/lamivudine/dolutegravir (TLD) 300/300/50
mg (data on safety of crushing FDC is lacking: swallow whole or use separate formulations)

Dosing:
e  >20 kg: 50 mg once daily
e  Children >35 kg and >10 years old, who have been recommended TDF, FTC/3TC and DTG,
can take the TLD FDC tablet if available and renal function criteria are met (see table 1

below).
